When we got to the doorstep of
the court, the police realised they
were in strife and dropped the
case.

If Jagath had not stood up for
himself and had legal
representation, it might have been
adifferent story.

We also recently achieved success
against AAMI for our client when
their driver said he stopped
suddenly because there was a cat
on theroad, in the city! Hmmm.
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Last issue, we discussed the
State Government’s
introduction of Bailee/Bailor
agreements.

Whilst the regulations say what
sort of things areto be included
in these agreements, there are
no minimum standards for
what isto bethere.

We ask whether this amounts
to progress or not in furthering
the lega relationship between
drivers and operators.

We are finding more and more
cases Where police refuse to
help cabbies after an accident.

Thistrend will only continueto
get worse.

We therefore stress that with
the number of mobile phone
cameras, drivers take pictures
after an accident, to help in
proving their case. We have
won cases recently on the
strength of this alone!
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Last issue we reported that
insurers are becoming tougher
to dea with on demurrage
claims.

In the eyes of one judge of the
NSW Court of Apped...”let’s
not forget who caused the
Plaintiff’s losses’...(meaning
insurers should pay what is
due).

On the flip side, by minimising
your claim exposure, you will
REDUCE your annual
premium.
